	Is personal exposure monitoring (dosimetry) conducted on the following personnel?

· All adult personnel who are likely to receive excessive doses of radiation from sources external to the body.

· All personnel entering a high radiation area (i.e., an area where the exposure rate is greater than 100 mrem (1 mSv) per hour).

· Declared pregnant women likely to receive, from sources external to the body, a dose in excess of 50 mrem (0.5 mSv) to the embryo/fetus during the entire pregnancy.

· Minors who are likely to receive in one year from sources external to the body a dose in excess of 50 mrem (0.5 mSv).

· Radiographers and radiographers' assistants as defined in Title 10, Part 34 of the Code of Federal Regulations in addition to a self indicating and alarming dosimeter.

· Any other personnel deemed necessary.


	
	
	

	Are radiation exposures recorded on the NAVMED 6470/10 or an update of the individual's computerized exposure database which can generate this form made at least quarterly?


	
	
	

	Are the computer generated NAVMED Forms 6470/10 and 6470/11 printouts filed at least annually in the individual's medical records?


	
	
	

	Is the radiation health program audited semiannually and are audit reports retained for three years?


	
	
	

	Are employees notified of their individual exposures annually?


	
	
	

	Are equipment performance tests and radiation protection surveys of medical x-ray units (fixed or mobile) performed annually and for dental fixed and portable medical x-ray units at least every 36 months?

	
	
	

	Are radiation protection surveys and performance tests of diagnostic x-ray equipment conducted at the following times:

· Within 30 days after the new x-ray equipment is installed?

· Following major mechanical or electrical repairs or alterations of the equipment; replacement or reinstallation the x-ray equipment in a new location?
