	Does the LSSO maintain an inventory of all Class 3b and Class 4 lasers and laser systems and submit the inventory as directed by BUMED?

	
	
	

	Does the LSSO ensure that safe operating practices are established for each laser system and space containing a laser?  Are written safety procedures available for each laser?  Are the procedures reviewed at least annually with the command’s Laser Safety Committee?  Does the LSSO ensure that operational checklists are developed for each laser?

	
	
	

	Does the LSSO ensure that appropriate laser safety PPE is available and used?  Are semiannual inspections performed on laser eye protection?

	
	
	

	Does the LSSO ensure operators and support staff receive education and safety training, initially and annually thereafter? Are records/rosters of completed training maintained for at least three years?

	
	
	

	MEDICAL SURVEILLANCE
Has the LSSO executed a laser medical surveillance program?


	
	
	

	Does the LSSO determine personnel enrollment in the Laser Medical Surveillance Program based upon their likelihood of overexposure to laser radiation?

	
	
	

	Affected Personnel 

Are personnel subject to enrollment in the Laser Medical Surveillance Program provided a pre-placement medical exam prior to being assigned to duties involving the laser exposure risk?  Are termination medical exams provided to personnel when they will no longer have duties involving lasers?  Do examinations include at least an ocular history, visual acuity, and external ocular and fundus examinations?

	
	
	

	Overexposure Incidents
Are all mishaps involving suspected overexposure to class 3, 4 or military exempt lasers investigated and reported through the appropriate chain?
· Are personnel suspected of overexposure referred immediately for medical examination?
· Is the report of medical examination (including negative findings) reported to BUMED (MED-212) within four hours of completion and follow-on written report within 30 days of the mishap incident?
