	Does the command have a multidisciplinary improvement team to address environment of care issues, analyze identified environment issues and develop recommendations for resolving them?

· The team should meet at least bimonthly.
Note:  Meetings held less frequently than bimonthly are acceptable when supported by current hospital experience and the multidisciplinary improvement team’s approval.  Ongoing justification of meeting frequency depends on a satisfactory annual evaluation of performance as required per Joint Commission standard EC.9.10.

· Does the council review the progress achieved in implementing improvement actions at least annually?
