1. Purpose. To establish the duties and responsibilities of the Command Duty Officer (CDO)
2. Cancellation. BUMEDINST 1601.2.
3. Scope. Applies to all Bureau of Medicine and Surgery (BUMED) Headquarters CDOs.

4. General. The Chief of Staff (COS) delineates the duties and responsibilities of the CDO.
The Senior Watch Officer (SWO) maintains a Watch Stander’s Standard Operating Procedures
(SOP), which provides procedures to ensure the safety and security of staff, equipment and
spaces after normal working hours, and other general guidance to watch standers.

5. Action. The SWO is responsible for the indoctrination and training of new watch standing
personnel, resolving issues related to watch standing, updating the SOP, and in general,
managing the CDO’s. All CDO’s shall familiarize themselves with this instruction and ensure
that the chain of command with a need to know is appraised of significant issues.

6. Records. Records created as a result of this instruction, regardless of media and format, shall
be managed per SECNAV M-5210.1 of January 2012.
