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                Navy Health Professions Loan Repayment Program (HPLRP)

An educational loan repayment program for individuals with or within one year of having a professional degree in an identified area essential to Navy Medicine.  
Eligible Degree Programs
· Medicine – allopathic (MD) or osteopathic (DO)

· Dentistry  (DDS or DMD)
· Nursing
· Various Allied Health Degrees  (based on the needs of the Navy) 

Benefits
· Pays an officer’s educational loans and reasonable living expenses up to a maximum of $40,000 a year in FY10.
· The HPLRP benefit is TAXABLE. Twenty-five percent is withheld prior to payment of the loan.
· HPRLP is awarded for the amount of the existing loan(s).  Payment is made by NAVMED MPTE directly to the lending Institution.  
Military/Service Commitment 

· One year award of HPLRP, two year obligation in addition to other obligation requirements.
· Two year award of HPRLP, two year obligation in addition to other obligation requirements.

· Three year award of HPLRP, three year obligation in addition to other obligation requirements.

Eligibility Criteria

· Physically qualified for a commission in the U.S. Navy.
· Fully qualified in the health profession or enrolled in the last year of an accredited. residency or final year of study in a program leading to the professional specialty.
· Must not be a current HPSP or FAP participant or a USUHS graduate.
· Must clearly demonstrate the educational expenses in the loan.  The burden of proof of consolidated loans rests with the applicant.
