· Monthly Continuation bonus of $1000
· $10,000 signing bonus paid as $5000 at signing then $5000 6 months into the program
Military/Service Commitment 

· 4 years  of active duty obligation for up to 12 months of scholarship

· 5 years for  12months and 1 day to  24 months of scholarship  
Eligibility Criteria

· U.S. Citizen (dual citizenship not permitted)

· Physically qualified for a commission in the U.S. Navy

· Accepted into an accredited residency training program 
· At least 18 years old and able to complete 20 years of commissioned service before the age of 62
· Enrolled  or accepted into a full time (not on-line)  accredited  BSN program

· Requires school transcripts, letters of recommendation, and standardized test scores

· Must complete a physical exam (recruiter will schedule for you)

· Process typically takes 3 months to complete
