"Back to School"
1.  Emergencies and Disasters: In the event of a local, regional, or national disaster, you should ensure the immediate safety of yourself and your family. Follow local emergency directions. Once you are safe, contact the MDAD Registrar by phone (301) 319-4526 or email OH@med.navy.mil to provide contact information and updates.

2. Stipend: On July 1st, there was an increase in the HPSP/FAP stipend that corresponds to the military cost of living adjustment for this calendar year.  The
stipend is now $2060 per month.  The NCP continuation bonus (stipend) remains at

$1000 per month. 
Pay days are on the 15th of the month (for days 1 - 14 of the month) and the 1st of the next month (for days 15 - 31 of the preceding month).   Remember that the stipend is taxable. 

3. Designator:  As a member of the Navy, you will frequently be asked for your "Designator."  A designator is a number that identifies you as a member of a certain Corps.  The designator helps someone track money, manpower, and other countable items for a specific Corps.  The following are designators for Accessions Programs participants:

4.  Academic Requirements:  Per the HPSP contract, all participants are required

to pass their professional boards before coming on active duty.  All participants are required to provide scores for USMLE/COMLEX I and II, NDBE I and II, NBEO I, II, and III, and PANCE per the dates specified in the HSPS contract. Failure to pass must be reported immediately to the Student Programs Section at OH@med.navy.mil. An opportunity to retake the failed exam will be allowed. 

NCP students please submit your official transcripts at the end of each quarter/semester.
5.  Record Maintenance:  You will be asked many times in your career for official documentation. For example, when applying to programs such as residencies or fellowships, you will be asked to provide copies of Board Scores.  To save yourself money and inconvenience, save all official documents in a safe, accessible place with your other important papers.    
6. AMSUS: The Association of Military Surgeons of the United States, the professional society of military medicine, is offering a free year of membership followed by a special student membership rate of $27.00 for succeeding years to federally sponsored health professions students. The student membership application can be found at www.amsus.org on the web. Clicks on the “Join AMSUS” button and select the “Free Student Membership Application” option.

7. The Val Hemming Award: An award given by the Uniformed Services Section of the American Academy of Pediatrics to the best research abstract on a pediatric related topic. The winner is invited to an all expense paid trip to the military pediatric meeting in Washington, DC in March 2011. 8. Recruiter Assistant Program (RAP) ends 30 September:  The RAP program, which paid students for referrals for the HPSP/FAP and NCP programs, ends on 30 September. For those of you who participated, thank you!
