Medical Corps Board Funding
This information is intended to serve as a guideline for Medical Corps officers requesting Specialty Board Certification, Recertification and Maintenance of Certification (MOC) funding.  
Basic Eligibility Requirements:

1.  Only American Board of Medical Specialties or American Osteopathic Association approved specialty board exams will be funded.

2.  Funding will be approved only for training resulting from Navy Graduate Medical Education Board Selection or approved GME from which the officer is assigned to a valid specialty billet.
3.  Member must have or agree to remain on active duty for one year from the date of the exam.

4.  MOC will only be funded if the MOC module/course/exam is sponsored directly by and fees paid to the specialty board and must be aligned with an annual requirement or exam. Although a board may allow a member to pay their MOC in 5 or 10 year increments, MPT&E is allowed to fund only 1 year’s worth of MOC at a time.  Additional funding may be requested each year the member remains on active duty until the entire fee has been funded.
5.  NMPDC will not approve funding after the fact. All requests must be received no later than 6 weeks prior to the date of the exams/module completion.
Required Documents and Endorsements:

1.  Request for funding 

2.  Receipt of payment 

3.  Confirmation of scheduled exam date from specialty board

4.  Direct Cite Request form 
5.  Command Endorsement 
Steps for Submitting a Request for Funding:

1.  Register for examination; obtain receipt for paid exam or MOC fees and confirmation of exam date.

2.  Submit request by e-mail (CMEFunding@med.navy.mil) or fax (301-295-6113) to MPT&E at least 6 weeks prior to examination date.
3.  If funding is available, the NM MPT&E Travel Office will issue a Direct Cite (line of accounting) to the member via email.
4.  Member takes the Direct Cite to their parent command’s travel office or enters into DTS to receive TAD orders and to make travel arrangements. 
5.  Member takes their examination/MOC module. 
6.  Member liquidates claim through command’s travel office.
