TOPIC I: Endodontic-Periodontic Lesions

MP #5  -describe the clinical procedures used to diagnose lesions of periodontic origin.

MP #6  -analyze the systems used for classifying endodontic-periodontic lesions.

MP #7  -state the clinical procedures available for treating endodontic-periodontic lesions.

MP #8  -formulate an appropriate treatment plan for managing endodontic-periodontic lesions.
