DATE: 12 October 2006
TOPIC: Fascial Space Infections of Odontogenic Origin
SEMINAR OBJECTIVES: Each resident should:
1) Understand the anatomic relationships between fascia, muscles, and bone in the head and neck in order to predict the possible pathways for the extension of dental infections, and to prevent or recognize potentially life-threatening situations.
 
2) Understand the most effective means for treating odontogenic infections.
 
MAIN POINTS: At the conclusion of the seminar, each resident should:
 
MP #1  -understand the factors involved in the confinement or localization of dental infections.
 
MP #2  -know the factors involved in the spread of dental infections.
 
MP #3  -know the possible routes for extension of dental infections in the maxilla and mandible.
 
MP #4  -be able to define the boundaries of spaces and potential spaces in the head and neck.
 
MP #5  -know the communication(s) between one anatomical location and another in the head and neck.
 
MP #6  -know the different types of bacteria involved in the spread of odontogenic infections.
 
MP #7  -be able to analyze the potential for the occurrence of life-threatening situations based on anatomic considerations.
 
MP #8  -know the proper treatment and therapeutic regimens for handling odontogenic space infections; I & D, NSRCT, supportive care (antibiotics, etc.).
