

Fellowship Program
Requirements:  
· Must be a Japanese citizen or permanent resident of Japan
· Must have graduated Japanese Medical college or will graduate next year
· Must be fluent in verbal and written English
· A personal interview is required for acceptance
Fellowship orientation begins on 4th week of March for a week. Attendance is required for fellows to participate in the program. Fellowship begins the week following orientation.  
Applications will be accepted starting 1st June for the fellow contract beginning in April every year. Selected applicants will be invited for a required interview. Applicants who passed the initial screening of applications by directors will be invited to an interview, to be held on 4th week of September.

2. Save your completed application under the name "Fellow Application (Year) - (your name)". 
3. E-mail your completed application file to usn.yokosuka.navhospyokosukaja.mbx.nh-yokosuka-fellowship-info@mail.mil. 
4. Please include a recent photograph of yourself (passport style, official size not required). 
5. Please mail copies of your USMLE scores if available. 
6. Have 2 letters of recommendation sent from faculty members you have worked with. You may use one from your externship application if available. Additional letters are welcome but not required. 
7. Current curriculum vitae, written in English.
8. A completed PHS form
9. Have a certified English translation of your university transcript and all other materials sent to us in one envelope at the address below via Kuroneko Delivery Service: 
10. Resident Card and/or Permanent Resident Card.
