IRB Meetings

The NMCP IRB meetings occur twice per month. IRB1 meets on the second Wednesday of each month at 1130. IRB2 meets on the fourth Wednesday of each month at 1400
Principal Investigators will be notified via email as to the date when their protocol will be seen by the IRB. Principal investigators of new submissions are encouraged to attend the meeting to discuss their study. A conference telephone is available at the meeting so that those who cannot attend in person.

Because of the variety of protocols that are submitted to CID, the time required to prepare them for the IRB cannot be predicted. Further, the DoD requirement for an outside scientific review for all protocols introduces another uncertainty. CID will make every effort to get your protocol to the first available IRB meeting.
Protocol Submission

Protocol applications must satisfy a variety of requirements before they can be placed on the agenda for an IRB meeting, including the following:

Preliminary contacts

1.
Investigators must have a preliminary meeting with Dr. Charles Morgan or Ms. Beth Diaga, prior to submitting a protocol.

2.
Investigators should make preliminary contact with the statistician, Ms. Andrea McGlynn, to discuss experimental design and statistical analysis.

Official submission

3.
Submit a complete protocol using the current application form on the CID web page. Submit an electronic copy to the IRB administrators, Ms. Beth Dayag or Ms. Melvina Queen. Signature pages do not have to arrive at CID at the same time as the electronic files, but should be delivered to CID within two weeks of electronic submission.

4.
You will be assigned a protocol number and your protocol will be officially entered into the review system.

5.
Your protocol will be sent for scientific review prior to going to the IRB. If the scientific reviewers require changes, you will be notified how to proceed.

IRB meeting

6.
When your protocol has passed administrative and scientific review it will be scheduled for the next available meeting.
