	a.  Regulatory Driver: 40 CFR 82 required the production phase out of all Class I ozone depleting substances (ODS) by January 1996.  Eventually Class I ODS refrigerants will not be available to support shore side refrigeration (including freezer) equipment.

b.  Project Description: Convert six Class I ODS Blood Bank freezers in Building 1, (Laboratory Dept. J-4) to use EPA Significantly New alternatives Policy (SNAP) Program approved refrigerants with an ozone depletion potential of 0.05 or less

c.  Basis of Cost Estimate:  The cost estimate is based on manufacturer’s cost of approximately $42,500 for six freezers and installation cost of approximately $3,500.

d.  Mission Impact:  Failure to fund this project will result in the Blood Bank not having refrigerant for their freezers and not having the capability of preserving blood and maintaining adequate supply of blood for life threatening emergencies.
