Pain Medicine Fellowship, Naval Medical Center, Portsmouth, Virginia
The NMCP Pain Medicine Fellowship has been training fellows since 1990. To date, we have a 100% first time pass rate on the certification examination. The training takes place in a multidisciplinary setting and includes various specialties.  All varieties of acute and chronic pain patients are treated in the clinic.  Interventional pain management techniques are a large part of our program.  A conference schedule that includes the IASP and ABA curricula is the basis of the academic program.  Participation in ongoing research is required.  
Currently, a new, state of the art 5300 square foot clinic is under construction.  The new facility includes 6 exam rooms, two complete fluoroscopy suites, offices, and a conference center.  This is a well rounded, fast paced, multidisciplinary program with a large, diverse population that requires a flexible, mature, hard working fellow with good clinical and people skills.
Only Active Duty Military will be considered for a Pain Medicine Fellowship.
