Assessment and treatment of patients with acute episodic illness and consultation

with appropriate medical officer when needed

Development of health promotion and maintenance plans, including disease 

prevention, health education and counseling

Provision of periodic health screening

Assessment and treatment of patients with minor gynecological problems and

sexually-transmitted diseases

*
Treatment of male partners of OB/GYN patients treated for sexually-transmitted

diseases
