1.  Per references (a) and (b), _________________________, has been designated to serve as your Primary Supervising Medical Officer.  During his/her absence, _____________________, will be the Alternate Supervising Medical Officer. 2.  You will need to present your first 10 completed patient records to the Senior Medical Officer for his review.  After that, per reference (b), 10% of your completed medical records will be reviewed for quality of care and documentation.  Should you be approved to prescribe Schedule II-V medications, you will also be responsible for ensuring that five (5) records/quarter where you have prescribed this class of medication are reviewed by your Physician Supervisor.  A written report covering your performance will be completed every six months by your Primary Supervising Medical Officer and forwarded to the Senior Medical Officer for review.
