FDPMU CHEMICAL COMPONENT FACT SHEET
The Chemical Component provides capabilities for health risk assessment associated with chemical warfare (CW) agents and environmental and occupational hazards.  It also evaluates potential short- and long-term health risks associated with environmental occupational exposure pathways and provides recommendations to the operational commander to minimize those risks.  Field confirmation testing for a variety of chemical compounds is also available in the Chemical Component. 
Sub-functions of the Chemical Component include: 

· Conduct health threat assessments for chemical, radiological, and environmental hazards; toxic industrial chemicals; and detect and assess exposures during deployments 

· Area-wide sampling of air and soil based on the presence of complete or potentially complete exposure pathways for risk characterization 

· Assists in performing occupation and environmental health site assessments (OEHSAs)
Radiological Subcomponent:
The Radiological Subcomponent assesses and identifies radioactive material, advises the operational commander of the hazard level, and recommends countermeasures. The Radiological Subcomponent also provides consultation for establishing an environmental dosimetry surveillance program and associated protective measures.
Sub-functions of the Radiological Subcomponent include:

· Advise commanders of hazard levels and recommend countermeasures

· Provide consultation on establishment of an environmental dosimetry surveillance program and associated protective measures
