FDPMU PREVENTIVE MEDICINE COMPONENT FACT SHEET
The Preventive Medicine Component provides expert consultation to prevent or limit the impact of disease outbreaks. It also utilizes field sanitation expertise and assessment, epidemiological investigation of disease outbreaks, and theater surveillance data analysis to develop recommended interventions for prevention and control of deployment-related occupational and environmental illnesses, injuries, and diseases. 
Sub-functions include:

· Health risk assessment/disease control measure analysis. Evaluates potential risk to force health (both short- and long-term) and readiness in the AOR, prioritizes risk according to severity and likelihood, and recommends mitigating actions.

· Occupational and environmental health site assessments (OEHSA) are comprehensive, all-hazards assessments conducted to identify and document complete or potentially complete exposure pathways that could affect the health of personnel.  OEHSAs include collection of environmental samples. Environmental sampling is driven by a site-specific sampling and analysis plan developed from information collected during site reconnaissance.  Data obtained via the sampling and analysis plan supports health risk assessment which serves as the basis for recommending evidence-based controls designed to reduce health risks.

· Disease and non-battle injury (DNBI) analysis.  DNBI analysis allows consultation on reported DNBI data across all component commands. 

· Host nation population assessment.  Interprets host nation/indigenous population health data, as needed, to support mission requirements. 

· Participation in the civil-military operations center (CMOC).  The CMOC assists in the operational-level coordination of activities between military forces, U.S. government agencies, nongovernmental and intergovernmental organizations, and regional organizations.  The establishing authority for the CMOC is the Joint Task Force (JTF) or Component Commander.  The component’s role within the CMOC is to assist the JTF/Component Commander with relevant aspects of local population health as well as urgent needs and requirements to satisfy those needs to include both locally available assets and critical assets not available locally.

· Theater-wide potable water analysis, field sanitation, and food safety consultation.

· Source selection/screening and area-wide sampling and analysis of drinking water supplies to support risk assessment and surveillance requirements.
