RMKS/1. THIS MESSAGE HAS BEEN COORDINATED WITH HEADQUARTERS, MARINE CORPS

(HEALTH SERVICES). TRANSMISSION TO MARINE CORPS ACTIVITIES IS AUTHORIZED.

THE COAST GUARD HEALTH SERVICES OFFICE WILL SEND A MESSAGE TO COAST GUARD

MEDICAL COMMUNITY REGARDING THE NEW CONTRACT WHICH PROVIDES FOR HIV TESTING

IN THE COAST GUARD.

2. REF A REINSTATES THE FOLLOW-ON HIV TESTING CONTRACT TO THE CENTER FOR

DISEASE DETECTION (CDD), IN SAN ANTONIO, TX, WITH SERVICES TO BEGIN 1 APRIL

2011.

3. AS A RESULT OF THIS REINSTATED CONTRACT, THIS MESSAGE UPDATES PROCEDURES

AND REQUIREMENTS FOR THE NAVY HIV TESTING SERVICE. ADHERENCE BY ALL MILITARY

ACTIVITIES (INCLUDING NAVY, MARINE CORPS,  RESERVE CENTERS AND INDIVIDUAL

REPORTING UNITS) TO REQUIRED PROCEDURES FACILITATES THE SUBMISSION PROCESS

AND THE ACCURATE REPORTING OF HIV RESULTS.

4. FORWARD ALL BLOOD SPECIMENS FOR HIV TESTING TO THE CDD.  THIS  ENSURES

THE RECORDING OF HIV TEST RESULTS IN THE DOD REPORTABLE DISEASE DATABASE

(RDDB). 

5. DATA TRANSFERS WILL OCCUR THROUGH SECURE TRANSMISSIONS USING THE CHCS

INTERFACE, MEDICAL READINESS REPORTING SYSTEM (MRRS), SNAP AUTOMATED MEDICAL

SYSTEMS (SAMS) OR HIV MANAGEMENT SYSTEM LOADER (HMSL).  

6. FINAL TEST RESULTS WILL BE RETURNED TO SUBMITTING ACTIVITIES VIA CHCS,

MRRS, HMSL AND SECURE ELECTRONIC MAIL TRANSMISSIONS. ACTIVITY POINTS OF

CONTACT (POCS) MUST OBTAIN A PUBLIC KEY INFRASTRUCTURE (PKI) CERTIFICATE

THROUGH THE LOCAL REGISTERING AUTHORITY.

7. ALL SUBMITTING ACTIVITIES NOT USING CHCS OR MRRS MUST REGISTER IN HMSL AS

SOON AS POSSIBLE. SUBMITTING ACTIVITIES CAN REQUEST REGISTRATION MATERIALS

VIA THIS E-MAIL ADDRESS NCHP@MED.NAVY.MIL. NAVY CENTRAL HIV PROGRAM (NCHP)

WILL ONLY PROCESS REQUESTS RECEIVED FROM A .MIL ADDRESS.

8. ALL SUBMITTING ACTIVITIES WILL PROCESS AND SHIP HIV SPECIMENS AS FOLLOWS:

A. SCHEDULE BLOOD DRAWING SO THAT SPECIMENS SHIP PROMPTLY. ARRANGE FOR

SPECIMEN PICK-UP AND DELIVERY TO CDD, BY DESIGNATED COURIER SERVICE, THE

SAME DAY AS DRAWN.

B.  SHIP SPECIMENS DIRECTLY TO CDD, FOLLOWING STANDARD LABORATORY PROCEDURES

AND PROCESSES ESTABLISHED BY CDD.  CDD WILL PROVIDE PREPRINTED AIRWAY BILLS,

SERUM SEPARATOR TUBES (SST), PACKING MATERIALS AND SHIPPING BOXES, AS PART

OF THE FIRST SUPPLY SHIPMENT. CDD PROCEDURES CAN BE ACCESSED VIA

HTTP://WWW.CDDMEDICAL.COM/MILITARY.HTML. 

C.  ACIVITIES ARE REMINDED NOT TO DISTRIBUTE CDD PROVIDED SUPPLIES TO OTHER

AREAS OR USE SST TUBES FOR POUR OFF. APPLY CDD PROVIDED PRE-PRINTED BARCODE

LABELS TO EACH SST.

D.  AVOID HOLDING SPECIMENS IN THE ORIGINAL SST FOR LONGER THAN 3 CALENDAR

DAYS. ONCE SPECIMENS ARE DRAWN, IF LONGER HANDLING AND STORAGE TIME IS

REQUIRED, SPECIMENS SHALL BE PROCESSED AS FOLLOWS: SPIN DOWN (CENTRIFUGE)

SPECIMENS WITHIN 6 HOURS OF COLLECTION: POUR OFF INTO DESIGNATED

SCREW-CAPPED SHIPPING TUBES; APPLY ID LABEL WITH MEMBER'S FULL NAME,

COMPLETE FMP/SSN, AND DATE OF BIRTH; AND REFRIGERATE (UP TO 4 DAYS) OR

FREEZE (IF STORAGE REQUIRED LONGER THAN 4 DAYS). SERA MUST NOT BE FROZEN

WHILE STILL IN SERUM SEPARATOR TUBES BUT MUST BE FIRST POURED OFF INTO

SHIPPING TUBES.

E.  ENTER TEST ORDER DATA IN HMSL IF NOT USING CHCS OR MRRS. HMSL IS

AVAILABLE ELECTRONICALLY THROUGH THE WEB AND ACCEPTS SAMS DATA/DISKETTES. 

F. AFLOAT AND DEPLOYED UNITS THAT DO NOT HAVE CHCS AND HAVE LIMITED ACCESS

TO HMSL, SHALL ENTER HIV DATA IN SAMS AND TRANSFER DATA TO A DISKETTE.  THE

DISKETTE SHOULD BE FORWARDED WITH THE SPECIMEN TO ONE OF THE DESIGNATED CHCS

SITES WITH INTERFACE CAPABILITY.
