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US MARINES EMBASSY PROCESS

Have you wondered how Marines attached to American Embassies worldwide get their HIV specimens drawn even though they are far from a Navy MTF?

Marine Security Guards (MSG) assigned to American Embassies must also comply with the Navy HIV testing policies. The process to get their HIV specimens drawn and forwarded to CDD for testing is arranged by the Department of State Office of Medical Services Program. The MSG reports to the embassy medical unit where the HIV specimens are drawn and processed and then shipped to the Mail-outs Department at Walter Reed National Naval Medical Center (WRNNMC). They arrive with a roster with the demographic information for each specimen. The Mail-outs department staff registers the Marines in CHCS, orders the HIVS and sends the specimens to CDD for testing. Once testing is completed, NBIMC staff generates the HIV chronological reports for the Mail-out staff to be mailed back to the submitting medical unit. This process also captures the HIV results to update the HIV field in MRRS. 



MOST COMMON REJECTION ERRORS OF 2014
.
The 3 most prevalent rejection errors for 2014 were the same for the Navy and the US Coast Guard (USCG). These statistics are based on the Navy MTF sites and the USCG sites using the CHCS system to process their HIV specimens. The top 3 errors were D9 (contaminated specimen or gross leakage), D4 (specimen too old to test, not spun down correctly, grossly lipemic, no PII on tube etc) and D2 (No specimen received). The order of volume of errors:

PRE AND POST DEPLOYMENT SUBMISSIONS

The Source of Test (SOT) codes for pre and post deployment HIV specimen submissions changed when our new Navy contract took effect on 01 April 2011.
Prior to the 01 April 2011 date, in the previous contract the SOT H stood for pre and post deployment HIV draws.

Under the CURRENT Navy contract: 

1. SOT N-stands for pre-deployment and A TEST WILL BE PERFORMED.

2. SOT H-stands for post-deployment and a TEST WILL NOT BE PERFORMED.

It is very important to use the correct SOT code to guarantee that a test will be performed. All specimens that are processed with a FMP 20 (denotes Sponsor) through the Navy contract and tested by CDD are sent for storage at the Armed Forces Health Surveillance Command (AFHSC) Department of Defense Serum Repository (DoDSR). This includes those specimens processed with an SOT H code that will be sent for storage only.

JUST A REMINDER

· NBIMC and CDD would like to remind the CONUS sites to check their pending results 24 hours after order submission to avoid D-2 rejections.
· CDD has reminded NBIMC that they still receive paper rosters enclosed within the specimen boxes. Please remember that the orders submission is a paperless process and the orders MUST be sent electronically. By enclosing the paper roster, there might be a chance about possibly compromising the patient’s PHI data and violating HIPAA regulations

REVIEWING SITE SUPPLY INVENTORY

NBIMC and CDD would like the sites to check their supply inventory on a regular basis for the expiration dates on their SST tubes to avoid shortages that may impact site readiness. 						ANALYSIS:

						In previous years and quarters, the D9 rejection (Contaminated specimen or gross leakage) usually was the 4th or 5th ranked rejection for both the Navy and the USCG  CHCS sites. 

						 In 2014, the D9 climbed to the top of the errors in the 3th quarter and stayed there through the end of 2014 for both the Navy and the USCG.

						The similarities continue with Navy and USCG  in that they share the same 3 error codes in their top 3 rejections. They mirror each other in the top 3 reasons for the D4 errors, but not in the same order. 

						Starting with 2015, the "grossly lipemic" has been removed as a valid D4 rejection reason per CDD and manufacturer's guidelines.
