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Have you ever wondered what happens before and after your site receives an email from NBIMC to
 “hold the certification“ on a specific barcode number?
BEFORE the site gets the “hold” email:
1. CDD releases screening and confirmatory results to NBIMC for review.
2. NBIMC determines if the results are first time or initially positive (IP) for the specimen barcode, For the IP member, NBIMC simultaneously:
a. Identifies the member’s Commanding Officer (CO), and contacts the assigned HIV Evaluation & Treatment Unit (HETU) and the Naval Personnel Command (NPC) or Headquarters Marine Corps (HQMC).
b. NBIMC sends an email to the submitting laboratory NOT to release the barcode in CHCS. This allows time for NBIMC to receive response back from the CO that the member was notified.

3. NBIMC sends an email to CDD to release the IP specimen barcode as positive and the results are sent directly to CHCS. The site lab has already been notified not to release, but to hold CHCS certification until they are notified by NBIMC.
AFTER the “hold” email:
4. The lab report and BUMED letter is generated and sent to the CO and HETU.

5. Once NBIMC receives notification acknowledgement from the CO, a follow-up email is sent to the site lab to release the barcode in CHCS. 



USE OF CORRECT DUTY CODE

When ordering the Recruit Panel tests in CHCS to please use duty code M13 (Recruit Marines). Please DO not use M11 (Active Duty Marines); this causes the records to go into a QA file in our database which requires manual intervention to process. NBIMC has had as many as 4500 records to correct in one week.

SPECIMEN PROCESSING IN MRRS
Have you ever wondered how the information and results for your HIV draws get in the MRRS system?

NBIMC uploads a file to the MRRS IT office twice a week, on Monday and Thursday afternoons for specimens tested by CDD. These files contain the results for Navy, Marine & Coast Guard (USCG) that had been processed since the previous uploaded file. MRRS personnel upload these files into MRRS on Tuesday and Friday mornings.
 We also receive a monthly file from DMSS with HIV results for Navy/Marine personnel tested through our sister services and update our database with that information. We then, send a file upload to MRRS and they update the members' HIV test.
