Best Practices
Ventilation (VT)

OVERALL ADVICE: Download the latest ventilation checklist from the INSURV web site.  The checklists are updated at least every January, but occasionally they are update mid-year after a force revision, directive change notice, etc.  The advice below is not all-encompassing, but just some things I wanted to highlight for you.  Use the latest ventilation checklist to ensure you don't miss anything.

AIR FLOW ALARMS:

-Verify set points on air flow alarm panels match set points on the placards.  If there are inconsistencies, reset all air flow alarm levels to match their respective set point placards and ensure they are within the plus/minus 10 percent variance limits.  Document these PMS checks accordingly.

-Check operation of all audible and/or visual alarms (e.g., bells, buzzers, strobes, lights, etc.) both inside and outside the monitored space. 

-Ensure tech manuals are onboard for all air flow alarm systems installed.

-Provide a list of all air flow alarms and sensors to the INSURV inspector. 

-Document any malfunctions on your CO's Letter of Concern.

VENTILATION SYSTEMS:

-Check latest industrial hygiene survey for occupational health ventilation systems that did not meet specifications.  Any of these unsat spaces should have ducts checked for blockages or unauthorized modifications. The fans in these unsat spaces should be checked to see if the rated cubic feet per minute (CFM) on the fan meets the total CFM specified in the ship's HVAC drawings for that space or group of spaces, as applicable.

FAN ROOMS:

-Check for corrosion of decks, bulkheads, piping, etc in fan rooms.  Document any corrosion and send to INSURV through your ship's INSURV Coordinator.

-Ensure all filters are in the fan coil units and they are clean.
