Commanders, COs, OICs and Radiation Safety Officers:

The CNO's office (OPNAV-N455) just issued an order for medical and research activities possessing a Naval Radioactive Materials Permit (NRMP) for "Increased Controls for Radioactive Material Quantities of Concern."  The order is attached as CNO ltr 5104 Ser 455C/6U838097 dtd 05 April 2006.  This "order" is a response from the CNO's office to Nuclear Regulatory Commission Order EA-05-090 dtd 14 November 2005 with subject heading: "Issuance of Order for Increased Controls for Certain Radioactive Materials Licensees."
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The purpose of the increased controls are to enhance control of certain quantities of radioactive material or devices containing radioactive material and to reduce the risk for unauthorized use of these materials by establishing controls to prevent unauthorized access and removal, instituting measures for prompt detection and assessment, and responding to loss of control of these radioactive material quantities of concern.

· Implementation of these increased controls shall be completed no later than 01 May 2006.

· Formal written confirmation of implementation is required no later than 05 May 2006. 

· Negative replies are required if it is determined that your command does not need to implement increased controls.
