Radiation Safety Officers and Medical NRMP Permittees:

The Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) has recently recognized the American Board of Radiology (ABR) as meeting the "certification pathway" to qualifying an individual as either a Radiation Safety Officer (RSO) [10 CFR 35.50], Authorized Medical Physicist (AMP) [35.51] or as an Authorized User (AU) [35.390, 35.490 and 35.690 only].  

Note that individuals with certifications prior to June 2007 have NOT been grandfathered.  This means that individuals certified prior to June 2007 may only qualify via the NRC's alternate training and experience pathway.  It is anticipated that the NRC may eventually recognize additional ABR certifications in the future.  The below table was pasted from the NRC's website.
