Radiation Safety Officers and NRMP Permittees:

The attached U. S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) Information Notice 2006-12 "Exercising Due Diligence when Transferring Radioactive Materials", has recently been released to alert licensees/permittees to the due diligence that should continue to be exercised before and during transfer of radioactive materials, and to ensure that facilities comply with existing regulations in Title 10 of the Code of Federal Regulations (10 CFR).  In particular, licensee/permittee commands seeking to transfer radioactive materials must first verify that the transferee's license authorizes the receipt of the type, form, and quantity of materials to be transferred pursuant to 10 CFR regulations and the commands license/permit.  This verification, prior to transfer, ensures that the recipient is aware of the regulatory requirements associated with the receipt and possession of the material.  In addition, the command making the transfer should obtain a written receipt from the recipient confirming that the radioactive material has been received.  This also provides a level of security that the material will be used as intended, and not for malevolent purposes.  Addition requirements are discussed in the Information Notice.
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Naval Radioactive Materials Permit (NRMP) permittee commands should review the requirements in the NRC Information Notice to ensure compliance.  This review should be documented in the minutes of the Radiation Safety Committee meeting.  No reply to this e-mail message is required.
