Subject: Specialty Board(s) Certification Recognized by NRC Under 10 CFR Part 35 (September 2006 Update)
Radiation Safety Officers and Medical NRMP Permittees:

The U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) has recently updated their website to include all medical specialty boards that are currently recognized by the NRC.  Note that the American Board of Radiology (ABR) is accepted only for specific medical uses of radioactive materials, and is not grandfathered for individuals having been certified prior to June 2006, and in some cases, prior to June 2007.  This means that individuals not certified, or with board certifications prior to the dates specified, may only qualify via the NRC's alternate “training and experience pathways” as specified in 10 CFR Part 35.  It is anticipated that the NRC may eventually recognize additional board certifications in the future.  Note that this does not apply to those individuals already authorized and listed on a Naval Radioactive Materials Permit (NRMP).

Individuals that have been previously listed on a NRMP or on an NRC or Agreement State license can still be grandfathered per 10 CFR 35.57; however, the 7-year recentness of training and experience in 10 CFR 35.59 still applies.  In addition, preceptor attestations (NRC Form 313A) must still be submitted when requesting an NRMP Amendment to add an individual to the Permit, or to add a medical use to an individual already named on the Permit.
