Subject: NRC Enforcement Guidance for Orders Imposing Increased Controls (ICs) for RAM Quantities of Concern
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Radiation Safety Officers and NRMP Permittees,

[This message is only applicable to those commands that were required to implement Increased Controls (IC’s) because they possessed radioactive material quantities of concern, and has been sent only to applicable radiation safety officers.  No response is necessary.]

On November 14, 2005 and December 22, 2005, the Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) issued Orders entitled: “Increased Controls for Licensees that Possess Sources Containing Radioactive Material Quantities of concern.”  The Orders were sent to radioactive materials licensees who held licenses issued by the NRC, authorizing possession of such material at or above threshold limits.  The Orders supplemented existing regulatory requirements in 10 CFR 20.1801 and 20.1802 in order to ensure adequate protection of, and minimize danger to, the public health and safety.

In response to the NRC Orders, the Naval Radiation Safety Committee at OPNAV-N455 issued its Order to Naval Radioactive Materials Permit (NRMP) permittee commands on April 05, 2006.

The NRC has recently followed up the Orders by issuing enforcement guidance in the attached document, entitled “Issuance of Enforcement Guidance Memorandum – Guidance for Dispositioning Enforcement Issues Associated with Orders Imposing Increased Controls.”

Each command’s RSO and Radiation Safety Committee (RSC) should review the attached document in its entirety to determine applicability to their command, and to ensure full compliance with NRC and Navy requirements regarding Increased Controls.  The enclosure in the document may be especially helpful, as it gives numerous examples of violations in each of the severity levels (Severity Levels I – IV) as guidance in determining the appropriate severity level for violations in the area of Increased Controls.

Purpose: To inform you that an Enforcement Guidance Memorandum (EGM) has been issued
regarding the Orders imposing increased controls for licensees authorized to possess
radioactive material quantities of concern.

Background: On November 14, 2005 and December 22, 2005, the Nuclear Regulatory
Commission (NRC) issued Orders entitled: “Increased Controls for Licensees that Possess
Sources Containing Radioactive Material Quantities of Concern.” The Orders were sent to
radioactive materials licensees who held licenses issued by the NRC, authorizing possession of
such material at or above threshold limits.
