[This e-mail has been forwarded only to Naval Medical Centers that possess a Naval Radioactive Materials Permit (NRMP) issued by the Naval Radiation Safety Committee at OPNAV-N45.]

The U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) has recently issued the following Regulatory Issue Summary (RIS) to clarify the provisions for recognizing and "grandfathering" Authorized Medical Physicists (AMPs) under Title 10 Code of Federal Regulations, Parts 35.2, 35.14, 35.51 and 35.57.  Note that the regulatory use of the term AMP includes only medical physicists for the following medical uses: Strontium-90 eye applicators, remote afterloader units (e.g., high dose rate (HDR) brachytherapy units), teletherapy units, and gamma stereotactic radiosurgery units (e.g., Gamma Knife).  Therefore, this RIS applies only to licensees that perform radiation therapy procedures with these devices.  Additional clarification is provided in the RIS.
