Licensing Guidance for using the NRC Form 313A Series of Forms
Radiation Safety Officers and Medical NRMP Permittee Commands:

[This e-mail has been forwarded to all medical commands that possess a Naval Radioactive Materials Permit (NRMP) issued by the Naval Radiation Safety Committee at OPNAV-N45.]

NAVENVIRHLTHCEN had recently forward an e-mail to all applicable medical commands on 08 Feb 2007 informing them that the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) had released a "Form 313A Series" to be used to document "Training and Experience" of individuals as required by Part 35 of Title 10, Code of Federal Regulations.  Forms are now specific for Radiation Safety Officers, Authorized User Physicians (3 separate forms), Authorized Medical Physicists and Authorized Nuclear Pharmacists.  A copy of the e-mail can be accessed on our website at http://www-nehc.med.navy.mil/occmed/Messages_to_RSOs/2007_Messages/2007-04.doc.  The NRC forms can be accessed on the NRC's official website under what they call the "Medical Uses Licensee Toolkit" at http://www.nrc.gov/materials/miau/med-use-toolkit.html.   

Several Navy commands are still not using these new forms.  In addition, forms are routinely received not filled in properly or missing critical information.  To expedite the processing of NRMP Amendments to add individuals to a Permit, commands should use the new forms and follow the NRC's guidance on completing these forms.
