[This e-mail has been forwarded only to Naval Medical Commands that possess a Naval Radioactive Materials Permit (NRMP) issued by the Naval Radiation Safety Committee at OPNAV-N45.]

The U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) has recently issued the following supplement to Regulatory Issue Summary (RIS) 2006-27.  In summary, three of the NRC 313A preceptor attestation forms for authorized user (AU) physicians and the guidance for completion of the forms were revised to more clearly reflect the documentation of training and experience (T&E) required for applicants seeking to become AUs for the medical use of byproduct material.  The forms have been revised to reflect that the regulations do not require the supervised work experience to be restricted to just the elements named in the regulations.  In addition, the forms were revised to remove the section for documenting the number of clock hours of supervised work experience in each of the required categories and replace it with a single space for documenting the total number of supervised work experience hours.

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This RIS was issued to inform licensees that significant revisions have been made to the following three NRC 313A preceptor attestation forms. (1)  NRC Form 313A (AUD), "Authorized User Training and Experience and Preceptor Attestation (for uses defined under 10 CFR 35.100, 35.200, and 35.500)

(2)  NRC Form 313A (AUT), "Authorized User Training and Experience and Preceptor Attestation (for uses defined under 10 CFR 35.300)

(3)  NRC Form 313A (AUS), "Authorized User Training and Experience and Preceptor Attestation (for uses defined under 10 CFR 35.400 and 35.600)

Each command’s RSO and Radiation Safety Committee (RSC) should review the contents of this message to determine applicability to their command, and to ensure full compliance with NRC and Navy requirements.
