DESCRIPTION OF CLINICAL CLERKSHIP


DEPARTMENT OF ANESTHESIOLOGY

LOCATION:
 The Clinical Clerkship will be served on the Anesthesiology Service, Naval Medical Center, San Diego.

LENGTH OF TIME:  4-6 weeks

EXPERIENCE:  In the time allotted the clinical clerk is given as broad an exposure to all the facets of anesthesiology as time and individual interest allow.  Significant emphasis is placed on airway management and the fundamentals of cardiopulmonary resuscitation.  The pre-anesthetic evaluation, intra-anesthetic and post-anesthetic management of surgical patients are presented and the clerk actually participates in the management of patients.  Attempts are made to correlate the basic sciences with the clinical applications.

The clerk actually performs regional and general anesthetic procedures under the very close supervision of a member of the Anesthesiology staff and learn the elements of patient monitoring and management of the unconscious state. Endotracheal intubations is taught as part of the general core of airway management and the clerk allowed to perform these instrumentations under supervision.

The clerk attends all departmental didactic sessions and is encouraged to make use of our library facilities.  An advisor will be appointed for each clerk rotating on Anesthesiology.  The advisor will be responsible for coordinating the training of the clerk and rendering an evaluation of the clerk's performance, along with the Chairman, at the end of the rotation.
