DESCRIPTION OF CLINICAL CLERKSHIP


DEPARTMENT OF OBSTETRICS/GYNECOLOGY

LOCATION:  Clinical clerkship will be served on the Obstetrics/Gynecology service, Naval Medical Center, San Diego.

LENGTH OF TIME:  Four to six weeks

ROTATION:  Clinical clerks will spend approximately 50 percent of their clerkship on the obstetrics service and the remaining time on the gynecology service.

EXPERIENCE:  During this rotation, the clinical clerk will be exposed to in-patient and out-patient care of obstetrical and gynecological patients.  It is expected that the clerk will develop competence in the initial work-up of patients admitted to the service to which he is assigned.  The clerk will participate on the ward and labor deck, and will be involved in the surgical and obstetrical management of those patients he admits.  The clerk will be under the direct supervision of the residents and attending staff on the service to which he is assigned.  The clerk will be given preliminary instruction in the care of the patient during labor and delivery and will have ample opportunity to develop competence in these areas under supervision.  The clerk will also participate in the care of outpatients in the clinic and is expected to develop competence in performing a proper and complete pelvic examination.  The clerk will be expected to attend all scheduled conferences and to participate in both obstetrical and gynecological rounds held on a weekly basis.  Clerk will stand an on-board watch every third to fourth night, while assigned primarily to the labor and delivery suite.  At the completion of the clerkship, it is expected that clerk will have developed the ability to manage normal and uncomplicated labor and delivery, in addition to recognizing the common complications encountered.  Clerk will also be expected to be able to adequately evaluate the normal pelvis and diagnose common gynecologic disorders.
