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DESCRIPTION OF CLINICAL CLERKSHIP

GYN/SURGERY

LOCATION:  Clinical clerkship will be served on the

Obstetrics/Gynecology service, Naval Medical Center, San Diego.

LENGTH OF TIME:  Four to six weeks

ROTATION: Gyn Service: Outpatient and inpatient experience with gynecologic operative patients.

EXPERIENCE: The medical student assigned to the gynecologic surgery rotation will be expected, under supervision, to participate in the evaluation of patients or surgery.  In order to accomplish this, they will be assigned to one of the Benign GYN Teams (Blue or Gold) during their pre-operative clinics, or the Gynecologic Oncology Division.  During the patients evaluation, the medical student will be expected to clarify the severity of the patients evaluation, the medical student will be expected to clarify the severity of the patients symptoms, identify the disease process or anatomic defect, and verify the need for the recommended surgery.  They will be expected to scrub in the case as one of the surgical assistants and follow the post-operative course, and immediate clinic follow up, if the rotation allows.  At the end of the rotation, they will have comprehensive knowledge of pre, intra, and post operative care of gynecologic patients.  In house call will be taken on labor and deliver and with the 2nd year resident covering the gynecology emergency visits and gynecology surgery on the watch.
