DESCRIPTION OF CLINICAL CLERKSHIP

LOCATION:  The clinical clerkship will be served on the Department of Otolaryngology of the Naval Medical Center, San Diego, CA

LENGTH OF  Four weeks (six weeks optional)

TIME:
ROTATION:  Clinical Clerks will spend four weeks with one of the two resident teams that provide comprehensive inpatient, outpatient, surgical, and emergency care.

EXPERIENCE:  Clinical Clerks will be working as an integral member of a team of 4-5 medical doctors, consisting of 4 Board-Certified Otolaryngologists and residents in the second, third, fourth and fifth year level and possibly an intern or physician assistant student. 

Clinical Clerks will have daily contact with in-patients and will have an opportunity to follow in-patients from initial work-up, surgical care, post-operative care, and follow-up clinic visits.  During out-patient clinic, he/she will be an observer able to see all the pathology seen by the group.  Clinical clerks will acquire a well-rounded background in the many ENT clinical situations including history taking, physical examination, special tests, and treat of the multitudes of problems encountered in otolaryngology.  Conferences which are held weekly include Grand Rounds, Head and Neck Oncology Conference and the weekly lecture program. Monthly conferences include Otology, Radiology, M & M Pathology and Journal Club.  The clinical settings provide an excellent learning experience in head and neck oncology, head and neck facial plastic and reconstruction, otology, audiology, speech and otolaryngologic allergy.  With the experience gained, clinical clerks should be able to recognize and handle most routine otolaryngologic situations.
