DESCRIPTION OF 4th Year CLINICAL CLERKSHIP

in GENERAL PEDIATRICS


(Inpatient Ward)
LENGTH: 4 to 6 weeks

REQUIREMENTS:  

Prior approval for the clerkship is the responsibility of the clerk.  This includes obtaining permission from his/her medical school if this rotation is to be considered part of the academic year.

GOALS:

The clerkship is designed to provide a comprehensive experience in Pediatrics.  Upon completion, the clerk will be able to perform an accurate history and physical examination, record and discuss patient data, and develop diagnostic and therapeutic plans.  He/she will be able to perform developmental screening and understand the processes of physical and mental development. He/she will develop appropriate communication skills to present patients to attendings and to develop rapport with patients and parents.

EXPERIENCE: 

Full time assignment will be on the General Pediatric Inpatient Ward as an acting Intern.  On the inpatient ward, patients will be assigned by the ward senior medical officer.  The student will participate in diagnostic and therapeutic procedures and overall management of the patient.  The student will function as an active member of the ward team.
