EXPERIENCE:  Clerks will participate in Rehabilitation Medicine consultation service, outpatient clinic activities and ongoing research activities, (DVHIP Traumatic Brain Injury Project), as scheduling allows.  The clerk may function as first consultant on inpatient consultations, under the supervision of the staff attending medical officer.  Didactic and bedside clinical instruction will be provided by the staff attending medical officer on rehabilitation related topics, the rehabilitation examination and rehabilitation treatment options.  The opportunity to attend will be extended on availability basis.  Clerks will have the additional opportunity to observe, and may participate under supervision, in electrodiagnostic, (EMG, NCV) procedures performed in the Division.
