DESCRIPTION OF CLINICAL CLERKSHIP

SPORTS MEDICINE, FAMILY PRACTICE

LOCATION:  The clerkship will be served in the Sports Medicine Clinic, Branch Medical Clinic, Marine Corps Recruit Depot, San Diego, California.

LENGTH OF TIME:  Four to six weeks.

RESPONSIBILITIES:  The clinical clerk will become an integral member of the Sports Medicine Team.  Responsibilities will include participation in evaluation, diagnosis, and treatment of patients with athletic injuries.

EXPERIENCE:  The clinical clerk will be under the supervision of the Staff Sports Medicine Physician.  The clerk will join a team including Sports Medicine Assistants and Hospital Corpsmen.

The clerk will attend lectures and demonstrations provided by the Sports Medicine Physician and Physician Assistant.  Subjects will include evaluation, identification, and treatment of common athletic injuries of the extremities and back, radiographic studies and rehabilitation.

The clerk will participate on a team that evaluates over 400 patients per month in the Outpatient Clinic.  The clerk will become proficient in taking a complete sports medicine history, performing a complete musculoskeletal examination, documentation of care, ordering and discussing appropriate radiographic studies, and diagnosis and treatment of common athletic injuries, and identification of injuries that require referral to an orthopedist or physician certified in Sports Medicine.
