VASCULAR AND INTERVENTIONAL RADIOLOGY (IR),

 DEPARTMENT OF RADIOLOGY

Prerequisites:
-Prior approval of preceptor; introductory course in diagnostic radiology highly recommended.

OBJECTIVES:  

-To provide instruction in film interpretation and analysis emphasizing angiography and cross sectional imaging.

-To introduce the range of procedures performed in interventional radiology; diagnostic and interventional vascular studies, central venous access, and drainage procedures.

-To broaden medical knowledge base and gain understanding of the role interventional radiologic procedures play in overall patient management.

DESCRIPTION:
Medical students are exposed to all facets of a busy interventional radiology service. We do extensive work with peripheral vascular disease working closely with Vascular Surgery; non invasive evaluation, diagnostic  arteriography, angioplasty, stents and thrombolysis.  We are active in central venous access, drainage procedures, tumor evaluation actively interact with the entire IR team; staff, technologists, nurses and residents.

RESPONSIBILITIES:
-Participate in the pre procedural evaluation of patients.

-Assist resident and staff with procedures.

-Attend daily inpatient rounds and assist with post procedural follow-up.
