DESCRIPTION OF RESEARCH CLERKSHIP


DEPARTMENT OF OTOLARYNGOLOGY
LOCATION:  The research clerkship will be served in the Otolaryngology Department, Naval Medical Center San Diego.  Work will be performed both in the Department and/or in the Vivarium at Naval Medical Center San Diego.

LENGTH OF TIME:  Four to six weeks

EXPERIENCE:  The research rotation is a non-patient care rotation which emphasizes an introduction into the techniques and reasoning involved in clinical and basic science research in otolaryngology.  The participating individual will have the opportunity to:

1.
Participate in an ongoing (CID approved) clinical or basic science research project.

2.
Learn the process for developing a research protocol including the following: formulation of hypothesis, background literature search, study design, statistical analysis, and methodology for conducting the project.  The process required for submission of a research protocol for peer review (CID, local funds, national funds, etc.) will be reviewed.

3.
Participate in all teaching conferences in the department.

4.
If interested participate in some clinical work.

SUPERVISION AND RECOGNITION:  A faculty staff member will be assigned to give guidance to the individual on a research rotation.  The individual will receive recognition on all publications resulting from their work.
