LENGTH: Four to six weeks - flexible

REQUIREMENTS: Approval for the clerkship is the responsibility of the clerk.  Prior approval must be obtained from the medical school before requesting approval from the Department of Pediatrics and the Division Head of Pediatric Nephrology.

GOALS: The clerkship is designed to provide a comprehensive experience in Pediatric Nephrology.  Upon completion the clerk will be able to perform an accurate history and physical examination, order and interpret laboratory and radiological findings, develop a differential diagnosis and therapeutic plan.

EXPERIENCE: The clerk's time on the rotation will be divided between the outpatient clinic, inpatient ward, the PICU and the consultation service.  The clerk will work under the direction of the Pediatric Nephrologist and be able to assume clinical responsibility according to his or her own competency and academic requirements.  The clerk will attend the daily Pediatric Department morning report and core conferences.
