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INTRODUCTION

Welcome to the Naval Expeditionary Medical Training Institute (NEMTI).  NEMTI is located aboard Marine Corps Base, Camp Pendleton, CA.  The training you receive during your stay here will better prepare you to treat casualties in a combat environment.  This training is based upon the Surgeon General requirements.  The following information is provided on what to expect while at NEMTI and any additional requirements which may not have been brought to your attention.  Again welcome aboard!

GENERAL INFORMATION

Directions to NEMTI:

· Rental Cars - Rental cars are highly recommended. The Chow Hall is a mile and a half away from NEMTI.

· From San Diego Airport (South to North) - Take Interstate Hwy 5 North for approximately 65 miles.  2001-0459 DAILY.  Exit Basilone Road and turn right (East) and enter Basilone Gate of MCB Camp Pendleton.  Proceed through gate and travel Basilone approx 3.2 miles and make a left onto San Mateo.  (Road T's into Basilone). NEMTI will be approx. 5 miles on the right hand side of San Mateo.

· From Orange County/Los Angeles Airports (North to South) - Take Interstate Hwy 405 South, approx 8 miles from Orange County Airport and 53 miles from LAX. Merge onto Hwy 5 South for approx 12 miles.0500-2000 DAILY: Exit Cristianitos Road and turn left (East), continue for approx. 4 miles to the Cristianitos Gate of MCB Camp Pendleton. Proceed through the gate and turn left at the gas station. NEMTI is 1.5 miles on the right-hand side. Base decal required to enter this gate.2001-0459 DAILY: Exit Basilone Road and turn left (East) and enter Basilone Gate of MCB Camp Pendleton. Proceed through gate and travel Basilone approx. 3.2 miles and make a left onto San Mateo. (Road T's into Basilone). NEMTI will be approx. 5 miles on the right hand side of San Mateo.  Turn right at the second driveway and proceed to the Administrative Building #632044.

· Airport Shuttle Service from San Diego - Proceed to the Neil Ash USO Center. Their phone number is: (619) 296-3192. Ground transportation shuttle service is available through Seabreeze Shuttle (619)297-7463 or 800-777-0585. Cost: $25.00 Cash (One-way) Remember to get a receipt for the shuttle so you can get reimbursed on your travel claim. The shuttle cost is more expensive if you get the ticket directly from Seabreeze rather than through the USO. The shuttle service will drop you off in the 63 Area of Camp Pendleton.

Berthing:  Berthing is available in South East Asia Huts (SEAHUT - 20 person, open bay, heat only, wooden structure).  Personnel assignment is according to gender and rank.  A sleeping bag, sleeping mat, cot, and foot locker are provided.


Laundry:  Laundry services are available.  Detergent is available for purchase at Ship’s Store.

Liberty Policy:  Liberty expires at 2200 every day.  Liberty limits are as follows:  No further North than city of San Clemente, no further south than city of Carlsbad, no further east that city of San Marcos.

Mail:  Mail service will be available on an outgoing basis only. There will be no incoming mail service.

Messing:  The nearest galley is located at 62 Area and accepts cash or credit card.  Students will have access to the MCX facilities.  No MREs are available at any time for students.   All meals are at the student’s expense.

Money:  It is recommended that all students bring a minimum of $80.00. The NEMTI cashier cannot accept bills larger than $20.00 or personal checks. Closest ATM is at 62 area MCX.

Phones:  Public pay phones are not available.  Personal cell phones may not function due to remote location of NEMTI.  Land lines are available for emergency use only.

Tobacco Use Policy:  Smoking and the use of smokeless tobacco is authorized in designated areas only. There is no smoking or use of smokeless tobacco in any building, tent or SEAHUT at this command.

Ship’s Store:  Items are limited to basic toiletries and snacks.  All sales are cash only.

Transportation:  Transportation to and from the chow hall is available; all other modes of travel will be left up to service member and their parent command.

Uniform:  Uniform of the day is Navy Working Uniform, sleeves down (or other service equivalent for students from other services).  Students will maintain personal appearance and uniform in compliance with applicable regulations, instructions, and/or policies at all times.  Navy PT uniform (or service equivalent) is allowed when not in class.

Visitors:  Visitors are not allowed on site unless authorized by NEMTI leadership.

Weather:  The training days at TCCC can exceed 8 hours and are physically and mentally demanding.  Although the didactic portions are taught indoors, practical application and the Final Exercise are performed outdoors.  NEMTI’s location leads to weather conditions with highly variable temperatures (30-50 degrees in a day).  Daytime summer average is high 70s; however, not uncommon to have temperatures in 90-100 degree range.  Daytime winter temperatures average low 60s; however, not uncommon for nighttime temperatures to fall to 25-35 degrees. The rainy season is December through April and personnel should plan accordingly as training continues regardless of the weather conditions.

GENERAL STUDENT RULES

· NEMTI administration building and staff area are off limits to students except when accompanied by a NEMTI staff member.

· This is an Equal Opportunity Detachment.  Inappropriate conduct will not be tolerated.  This includes sexual harassment and fraternization.

· Alcohol, drug, weapons or illegal items are not permitted at any time.

· Operational risk management will be practiced at all time.  ANYONE MAY CALL A TRAINING TIME OUT.

· Walking on drainage slopes or berms is prohibited.

· Report all accidents, injuries, and fires immediately to any NEMTI staff.

· Taps/Lights out is at 2200; NEMTI main building and classrooms will be secured.

· Radios will be secured 2200 - 0600.  Headphones are not allowed outside berthing areas or gym.

· Saluting is not required on the NEMTI training compound.  Saluting is expected when off the training compound or any other areas on or off the base.

· Shower shoes / sandals are not permitted outside of berthing areas and head/shower facilities due to multiple foot hazards.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Running is generally the PT exercise of choice.  A reflective belt is required for running after evening colors or before morning colors.  Contact sports are prohibited on the NEMTI training compound.  Additionally, running on the North site or in the berthing area is prohibited as there are many hazards. The wearing of boots/shoes is mandatory at all times.

· There is poisonous wildlife on the training site.  Remember to:
· Shake out your boots, shoes, sleeping bag, clothes, etc. before wearing
· No open food containers in berthing areas to prevent attracting these animals

· Bring to the attention of instructors medical issues BEFORE training commences.

· Above all, remember to bring a good attitude and motivation because the instructors will expect it!
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
