If arriving by plane, you can request a shuttle from the San Diego Airport USO or pay for a taxi and save your receipt for when you file your travel claim.
* YOU WILL BE REQUIRED TO PRESENT VALID MILITARY IDENTIFICATION UPON ENTRY TO NMCSD

* If you are checking in during normal working hours (Monday-Friday, 0645 to 1600) report to SWMI (located aboard the same compound as Naval Medical Center San Diego) building 14, third deck to ADAP.  

* If you are checking in on the weekend or after normal working hours, report to the duty section at Surface Warfare Medical Institute (SWMI) building 14, and request a barracks room.  The quarterdeck secures Monday-Friday at 2000, Saturday at 1200, and the building is secured on Sunday.  The duty section can be reached at (619) 532-9712.    On the next working day, report to ADAP on the third deck of building 14.

* If you are checking in on a Sunday, holiday, or after the SWMI duty section has secured, report to Naval Medical Center San Diego quarterdeck, 1st deck, building 1. Ensure that your ORDERS ARE STAMPED.
