What do you need to know when applying to Navy GME? We asked the 2015 PGY-1 class what they wished they knew this time last year. Navy GME is going to clue you in on these little extras as the 2016 application season approaches!
GMOs…
The world of the General Medical Officer (GMO) provides limitless opportunity. It is best to discuss the array of billets and opportunities available with your detailer, however Navy GME is giving you a snapshot of what is available in the fleet.
[bookmark: _GoBack]While more Medical Corps officers are pursuing a “straight through” path from internship to residency, a significant number of officers are still assigned to operational tours following their PGY-1 year. GMOs are assigned to surface ships, land-based surface squadron staffs, Navy Seabee battalions, Marine Corps units, and clinics. Additionally, medical officers may apply for specialized operational training via the Joint Service Graduate Medical Education Selection Board (JSGMESB) for Flight Surgery (FS) or Undersea Medicine (UMO). 
Selectees for FS report to Navy Aerospace Medicine Training Institute in Pensacola, Florida. There, trainees undergo 24 weeks of pre-flight, flight, and academic training preparing for duty with operational forces. Upon the completion of training, Flight Surgeons are assigned to Navy and Marine Corps aviation units for a period of two years practicing medicine within the profession of aviation.
Similarly, UMOs are selected by the JSGMESB. Selectees report to the Naval Undersea Medical Institute in Groton, Connecticut. Trainees undergo 23 weeks of advanced training in Undersea Medicine and Radiation Health. Upon successful completion, UMOs are assigned to deployable submarine tenders, land-based submarine squadron staffs, and deployable and land-based diving units to support warfighters in the Submarine Force. 
During an operational tour, obligated service is repaid one year for one year. Upon completion of the tour, the officer may choose from a multitude of pathways including applying to Navy GME for postgraduate professional training.
