(3) Return on Investment (ROI)/Business Case Analysis (BCA) guidance
1. The Advanced Medical Development Program Office is seeking Fiscal Year 2010 proposals – RDT&E System Development and Demonstration (SDD) program funds.  During the course of FY06-FY09, the program has successfully advanced efforts that are appropriate for the Budget Activity 5 funds allocated for this area.  Several projects have been successfully transitioned to the Fleet and Force, and these trends are expected to continue in FY10 and beyond.  We also have made the transition into the acquisition program simpler and intend to push for initiatives in the out years.  This will allow us to put place markers in the POM for requesting additional funds to complete the transition of projects.  
2. This FY10 call for proposals is intended to address Navy Medicine's Top 5 Research Priorities, as follows:
I. Traumatic brain injury and psychological health treatment and fitness for operational forces and home based families.

II. Medical systems support for maritime and expeditionary operations to include patient medical support and movement through care levels I and II with emphasis on USMC CASEVAC and EN ROUTE care (modeling, simulation, for casualty prediction, patient handling, medical logistics, and readiness, C2, & C3I).

III. Wound management through the continuum of care, to include: a) chemical, molecular, and cellular indicators of optimum time for surgical wound closure, b) comprehensive rehabilitation, and c) reset to operational fitness.

IV. Hearing restoration and protection for operational maritime surface and air support personnel.

V. Undersea medicine, diving & submarine.
3. Attached are the following documents: 
a. FY10 Navy Medical Development Initiative Summary template;

b. New Start in FY11 and FY12 Initiative Summary template; and 

c. An explanation of how to determine the return on investment/business case analysis.  These forms were reviewed by representatives from the Navy Medical R&D Commands and by members of the Acquisition Professional Community.
4. Please note that there is not an extensive requirement to provide technical approach descriptions at this point for proposed efforts in FY11 and FY12; that will come later in future calls for proposals.  The business case analysis is relatively new, but is a critical component of any acquisition program and strategy.  We have enclosed instructions regarding analysis completion and where further information is available.  Should you need assistance, please feel free to contact us.

5. Ongoing programs scheduled for FY10 funding will continue, contingent upon satisfactory progress toward developing a product for transition.  The availability of programmed funds suggests that there will be a very limited number of new start efforts this year.  The success of funding is dependent on projects meeting the criteria provided in the attached documentation.  The primary goal is to promote successful transition of efforts that are to be funded for a maximum of three years.
6. The completed Initiative Summary forms and supporting documentation are due by COB Friday, 23 October 2009 for inclusion in this year’s program funding review.  Please submit via email to the office staff below.
