Scheduling your first OB appointment: You can schedule your first OB appointment now with a
network provider. Tell the provider’s office you will be working with Health Net Federal Services / NHC
Patuxent River to get your OB authorization number.

OB Authorization: Contact NHC Patuxent River at 301-342-1506 and leave the following information
for your provider / provider’s nurse; your OB doctor’'s name, address and phone number, appointment
date and time. You should receive a letter from Health Net Federal Services within 5-7 business days
with your OB authorization number. Please bring this authorization letter/number with you to your first
OB visit.

Information you will need to bring to your first OB appointment:

o Military 1D card

o Drivers license

. Copy of your pregnancy test and most recent Pap test.

o Copy of your previous OB records and any other important medical record information related to

your overall health. Our Medical Records Department can assist you in obtaining information.
