New TRICARE enrollment policy as of Feb 2009

· Does not apply to AD members

· If residence < 30 mins from MTF- mandatory enrollment at MTF 

*exception: Naval Health Clinic CO may require EFMP family members to enroll to civilian provider (determined on case-by-case basis) 

· If residence > 31 mins from MTF- beneficiary has option to enroll at MTF or civnet: (1) if wants to enroll at MTF, has to sign waiver (on enrollment form) but waiver does not require MTF/CO approval, and (2) MTF cannot prevent beneficiaries from choosing civnet enrollment
· Non-AD beneficiaries already enrolled to MTF, if reside > 31 mins from MTF, must have signed access waiver (enrollment form- section V) on file w/TRICARE

Enrollees who do not have waiver on file will receive letter in July 09 timeframe from TRICARE notifying them of need to sign a waiver- letter will advise patient to call TRICARE or go to nearest TRICARE Service Center; pt will have several months to act, if waiver not signed in time, enrollment will be transferred from NHCPR to civilian provider in the area. 

· Those who do have a waiver on file will not receive a letter from TRICARE i.e. no change in enrollment status enrollment) 

All non-AD residing > 100 miles from MTF where enrolled will be sent letter notifying them of requirement to submit a waiver request to remain enrolled to that MTF

· Letter will advise pt to contact MCSC for their region & update DEERS address
· If no action taken, they will be disenrolled from NHCPR/MTF in Oct/Nov 09 

· CO must approve waiver, plus submit waiver to TMA for approval

· Problem will be pts who do not receive letter because DEERS address incorrect
· Enrollees will be able to use P.O. box address on enrollment/waiver form
