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                     For weeklong exercise



During the week of March 19-24, services at Naval Hospital Pensacola will be somewhat curtailed due to a week-long national force protection/anti-terrorism exercise called Solid Curtain –Citadel Shield.

During the exercise – and a potential mid-week mass casualty drill involving the entire Pensacola community - heightened force protection measures will limit the command to offering acute and emergent services only – including laboratory and radiology services if needed. 

The hospital and nine of its 10 branch health clinics will also be affected by this event. 

There will be robust telephone and Relay Health support for primary care that make up NHP’s Medical Home Port clinics – Family Medicine, Internal Medicine and Pediatrics – and branch health clinics.

There will be no scheduled appointments after 10:30 a.m. Wednesday, March 21, but walk-ins to the clinics will be seen in each of the Medical Home Port clinics. Obviously, the Emergency Room -- with a possible mid-week exception – will be accessible for emergent services.

If beneficiaries decide to come to the hospital, be advised there will likely be longer-than-usual delays to accessing the compound.   

Each of the hospital’s nine branch health clinics – across four states – may be affected differently based on those facilities’ protection posture.

As an example, access to the Gulfport, Miss., clinic will be extremely limited while Corry station will be virtually unaffected primarily because its location is within the Joint Ambulatory Care Clinic that is not physically located onboard that base.

Each hospital/branch clinic facility will be manned by essential-only personnel during this timeframe.
