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D1 ERROR INCREASE
Since the beginning of the
year, there has been an in-
crease of D1 Deficiency er-
rors. When the specimens

are received at CDD, and the
site did not transmit data, or

the site transmitted data
through MRRS and did not
get Shipping Confirmation in
the system. The necessary
action is for the site to pro-
cess the batch through CHCs
-LION or MRRS as applica-
ble. CDD will only hold the

samples submitted in SST
tubes for 7 days. After
which, the samples will be
too old from the draw date,
and the patients will have to
be redrawn. And for most
patients, that is quite an in-
convenience.

*So it is very important to
remember that the NBIMC
and CDD staffs are always
available to assist you with
any problems or barriers
that may arise.

“0” RING CAPS
*Earlier this month a ship-
ment was received at CDD
with specimen leakage, con-
taminating the whole ship-
ment. Please check your
stock of supplies. Remem-
ber that the pour off tubes
now have “O” rings in their
caps. This should make the
lids fit more securely. This
will decrease the amount of

CDD requests that site POC’s review their supply inventory in advance to

their monthly draws. All draws must be done using supplies furnished by CDD. Sup-
ply shipments are sent through FEDEX by ground shipment. That shipping method
takes approximately 3 days to arrive at a CONUS site. Please do not wait until 2
days prior to a weekend drill to order supplies. When a site waits this close to
place an order, it forces CDD to send that shipment as “Next Day Delivery” to en-
sure that the site receives the supplies in time.
