Similar to Barber and Beauty services, Body Art has specific health and sanitation requirements that must be enforced
Navy and Marine Corps Public Health Center (NMCPHC) and Navy Exchange Command (NEXCOM) developed health and sanitation requirements for body art establishments operating on U.S. Navy installations
NMCPHC TM 6220, U.S. Navy Tattooing and Body Piercing Health and Sanitation Guidance published July 2020.
This material will eventually become part of NAVMED P-5010 Chapter 2.
Based on NEHA Tattoo and Body Art health and sanitation framework
Incorporated provisions from several state programs that are well established and comprehensive and where a NEXCOM or MCX body art establishment may be located.

Enforcement of adherence to military grooming standards regarding tattoos and body piercing is not part of the health and sanitation requirements to be evaluated by Navy Preventive Medicine personnel.

Health and Sanitation Inspections of Body Art Establishments

Must be inspected prior to opening for business
Vendor shall submit properly prepared plans and specifications for the construction of the establishment a minimum of 60 days prior to opening, to the Preventive Medicine department, as a part of the application process
Routine health and sanitation inspections of body art establishments on U.S. Navy installations shall be conducted at least once per quarter
The person-in-charge or operator of the body art establishment will be provided with a written copy of inspection results. A copy of the inspection report will also be provided to the local NEXCOM office

Story depicted in image: Over the previous year, nearly 100 tattoo shops in the Southwest Florida area have failed their health inspections.

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Critical Violations

 If there are critical violations (i.e. pose a threat to health or life of 
patrons or staff), the inspector shall:
– immediately notify the operator of the nature of the discrepancy and 

recommended corrective action
 If the inspector considers the critical violation serious enough to warrant 

closure of the body art facility until it is corrected:
– the senior NEXCOM/MCX official with closure authority and the 

installation Commanding Officer shall be notified immediately
– NEXCOM/MCX headquarters and NMCPHC shall be notified of 

critical violations within 24 hours of the inspection
 Failure to comply with established health and sanitation regulations 

may result in suspension or revocation of operations by NEXCOM/MCX

What are “Critical Violations”?
Critical Item(s) means those aspects of operation or conditions which, if in violation, constitute the greatest hazards to health and safety, including imminent health hazards. 

If there are critical violations, immediately notify the person in charge of the discrepancy and recommended corrective action.

Important: Many violations can be corrected on the spot and the person in charge must be given the opportunity to do so.

If the inspector considers the critical violation serious enough to warrant closure of the body art facility until it is corrected:
the senior NEXCOM official with closure authority and the installation Commanding Officer shall be notified immediately
NEXCOM headquarters and NMCPHC shall be notified of critical violations within 24 hours of the inspection
Failure to comply with established health and sanitation regulations may result in suspension or revocation of operations by NEXCOM

Each body art establishment must have a current tattoo and/or body piercing establishment permit issued by the local or state health department of other licensing body in the state where the establishment is located.
The permit must be on hand and displayed in a conspicuous location before tattooing and/or body piercing may begin.
Health and sanitation inspection reports must be displayed in a conspicuous location.
A body art establishment shall maintain and follow a written Infection Prevention and Control Plan, provided by the person-in-charge of the establishment, specifying the procedures to be followed to achieve compliance.
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Requirements for the Facility (continued)

Presenter
Presentation Notes
Floors, walls and ceilings shall be maintained in a clean condition
All procedure surfaces, including client chairs/benches, shall be of such construction as to be easily cleaned and sanitized after each client
shall be completely separated by solid partitions or by walls extending from floor to ceiling, from any room used for:
Human habitation
Food service or room where food is prepared
Hair salon or barber shop
Any other activity that may cause potential contamination of work surfaces
There shall be a minimum of 45 square feet of floor space for each operator in the establishment
Each establishment shall have an area that may be screened from public view for clients requesting privacy
Multiple body art stations shall be separated by dividers, curtains or partitions at minimum

Requirements for the Facility (continued)

Presenter
Presentation Notes
All facilities shall have a blood spill clean-up kit in the work area
Animals are not permitted in the establishment except for guide or service animals accompanying persons with disabilities
No animals are allowed in the tattooing or sterilization areas
Adequate mechanical ventilation shall be provided in the parlor. The atmosphere shall be maintained reasonably free of odors, noxious substances or any objectionable air contaminant
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Requirements for the Facility (continued)

Presenter
Presentation Notes
The facility shall be equipped with hand-cleaning facilities for its personnel within line-of-sight of the operator area
Equipped with hot and cold running water under pressure and liquid germicidal soap or sanitizing solution to clean hands
Equipped with single-use towels or mechanical hand drying devices and a covered trash container
The use of tobacco products and consumption of alcoholic beverages is prohibited in the operator area and the sterilization area
No food or drink will be stored or consumed in the operator area or the sterilization area except for that which is necessary for the client’s use to sustain optimal physical conditions; such food and drinks must be individually packaged
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Requirements for the Facility (continued)

Toilet rooms must be kept in a clean and sanitary manner; floors and walls must be constructed of non-absorbent materials and doors must be self-closing
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Requirements for the Facility (continued)

Presenter
Presentation Notes
All rooms used for body art procedures must be provided with artificial illumination uniformly distributed so as to give 50 foot candles or more at working surfaces in each operator area
Work surfaces shall be cleaned with an EPA registered, hospital-grade disinfectant
Appropriate personal protective equipment shall be worn during cleaning and disinfecting procedures
Work surfaces shall be cleaned with an EPA registered, hospital-grade disinfectant
Appropriate personal protective equipment shall be worn during cleaning and disinfecting procedures
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Requirements for the Facility (continued)

Cabinets for storage of instruments, dyes, pigments, single-use articles carbon stencils and other materials must be provided for operators and maintained in a sanitary manner
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Requirements for the Facility (continued)

Presentation Notes
All steam sterilizers shall be biological spore tested at least monthly
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Requirements for the Facility (continued)

Presenter
Presentation Notes
Biological spore test records shall be retained for a period of three years and made available upon request
The local Preventive Medicine representative must be notified in the event of positive spore tests
Steam sterilizers must only be used for instruments used by the parlor’s employees
NOTE:
The instrument shown is a STATIM 2000 Cassette Autoclave. The STATIM 2000 uses convection heat to dry instruments by utilizing the remaining heat in the system after the sterilization phase. Heat is captured and released into the cassette, drying wrapped instrument loads in as little as 10 minutes.
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Requirements for Operators/Technicians

Each body art operator/technician shall have and maintain all licenses and permits required by local and/or state regulations and be in good standing in every jurisdiction where licensed, certified or registered
The body art operator’s license is reviewed during routine Preventive Medicine inspections
The contracting organization (NEXCOM) is responsible for determining licensure or operator qualifications before an individual begins providing body art services on the installation. Qualifications are based on formal criteria established by the state or local health department or other regulatory office
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Requirements for Operators/Technicians (continued)

Presentation Notes
The body art operator/technician must be a minimum of 18 years of age
Each body art operator/technician performing any tattooing or body piercing procedures in the establishment shall have the education and experience, or any combination thereof, to practice aseptic technique and prevent the transmission of Bloodborne pathogens. All procedures shall be performed using aseptic technique
All operators/technicians shall provide the person-in-charge one of the following:
Proof of completion of the full series of Hepatitis B vaccine
Proof of immunity by blood titer, or
Written declaration of refusal of the owner’s offer of the full series of Hepatitis B vaccine
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Requirements for Operators/Technicians (continued)

 Operators/technicians shall wear clean outer garments, maintain a high 
degree of personal cleanliness, and conform to hygienic practices while 
on duty

 Body art operators/technicians with draining lesions on their hands or 
face will not be permitted to work until cleared by a health care 
professional

 Smoking (to include the use of e-cigarettes), eating and drinking are 
prohibited in the area where body art is performed

 Operators/technicians shall refuse service to any person who, in the 
opinion of the operator/technician, is under the influence of alcohol or 
drugs

Operators/technicians shall wear clean outer garments, maintain a high degree of personal cleanliness, and conform to hygienic practices while on duty
Body art operators/technicians with draining lesions on their hands or face will not be permitted to work until cleared by a health care professional
Smoking (to include the use of e-cigarettes), eating and drinking are prohibited in the area where body art is performed
Operators/technicians shall refuse service to any person who, in the opinion of the operator/technician, is under the influence of alcohol or drugs
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Standards of Practice

Operators/technicians must wear single-use examination gloves while assembling body art instruments
In performing body art procedures, the operator shall wear disposable vinyl or latex gloves
Any skin or mucosa surface to receive a body art procedure shall be free of rash or any visible infection
The area of the client’s skin to receive a body art procedure shall be cleaned with an approved germicidal soap according to label instructions
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Standards of Practice (continued)

Tattooing inks and dyes shall be placed in a single-use disposable container for each client. Following the procedure, the unused contents and the container will be properly disposed of
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Tattoo Needles
Standards of Practice (continued)

Presenter
Presentation Notes
Tattoo needles are Single use only and must be properly discarded after use.
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Standards of Practice (continued)

Presenter
Presentation Notes
If shaving is required, razors shall be single-use and disposed of in a puncture resistant container
A set of individual, sterilized needles shall be used for each client. Single-use disposable instruments shall be disposed of in a puncture resistant container
Used non-disposable instruments shall be kept in a separate, puncture resistant container until brush scrubbed in hot soapy water and then sterilized by autoclave. Contaminated instruments shall be handled with disposable gloves
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Standards of Practice (continued)

Presenter
Presentation Notes
Used instruments that are ultrasonically cleaned shall be rinsed under running hot water prior to being placed in the used instrument container
Used instruments that are not ultrasonically cleaned prior to being placed in the used instrument container shall be kept in a germicidal or soap solution until brush scrubbed in hot water and soap and sterilized by autoclave
The ultrasonic unit shall be sanitized daily with a germicidal solution
Non-disposable instruments shall be sterilized and shall be handled and stored in a manner to prevent contamination. Instruments to be sterilized shall be sealed in bags made specifically for the purpose of autoclave sterilization and shall include the date of sterilization. If non-transparent bags are utilized, the bag shall also list the contents
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Non-Disposable Grips and Tubes
Sanitation and Sterilization

All non-single-use, non-disposable instruments used for body art shall be cleaned thoroughly after each use by scrubbing with an appropriate soap or disinfectant solution and hot water or by following the manufacturer's instructions, to remove blood and tissue residue
After being cleaned, all non-disposable instruments used for body art shall be packed individually in peel-pack and subsequently sterilized. All peel-packs shall contain either a sterilizer indicator or internal temperature indicator. Peel-packs must be dated with an expiration date not to exceed six months
After sterilization, the instruments used for tattooing/body piercing shall be stored in a dry, clean cabinet or other tightly covered container reserved for the storage of such instruments
Non-disposable grips and tubes must be washed and sterilized after being used on a single patron
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Disposable Grips and Tubes
Sanitation and Sterilization (continued)

Disposable, sterile packaged grips and tubes are preferable.
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Sanitation and Sterilization (continued)
Disposable Grips and Tubes

Presenter
Presentation Notes
When assembling instruments used for body art procedures, the operator shall wear disposable gloves and use medically recognized techniques to ensure that the instruments and gloves are not contaminated
Single-use items shall not be used on more than one client for any reason. After use, all single-use needles, razors and other sharps shall be immediately disposed of in approved sharps container
If the body art establishment uses only single-use, disposable instruments and products, and uses sterile supplies, an autoclave shall not be required.
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Client Records

All information gathered from the client that is personal medical information and that is subject to the federal Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA) or similar state laws shall be maintained or disposed of in compliance with those provisions
Each operator shall keep records of all body art procedures administered, including date, time, identification and location of the body art procedure(s) performed, and operator's name. All client records shall be confidential and be retained for a minimum of three years and made available to the health department upon request
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Right of Entry for Purposes of Inspection

For the purpose of enforcing the provisions of this document, the Preventive Medicine department and its employees and agents are hereby authorized to enter upon and into any body art establishment on a U.S. Navy installation during all reasonable hours to inspect the same, without advance notice to the establishment. No person shall hinder, interfere with or prevent any inspection authorized by this document
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Inspection Checklist
